On leaving hostel in mid-session, the hostel-fees will have to be paid of full session.
Whatever eatable materials is brought by the guardians should be for all the boys of their
particular room to deed your words separately is not good. it should also he cared that the
hostel studentis not allowed to keep eatable things personally.

Beside holidays of Dussehara, Rakshabandhan, Deepawali, Holi and Summer Vocation,
the students will be granted any other casual leave on the basis of written application by
their guardians that should be granted by the Hostel warden.

Submission of authorization letter given by the guardian of the student will be allowed to go
with others.
